Fees depend on products & volume.

HOW TO TRANSPORT SAFELY

Keep materials in original containers.
Tighten caps and lids.

Sort by type.

Pack in sturdy upright boxes and pad
with newspaper.

Never smoke while handling
hazardous materials.

Do not transport more than 55 gallons
per trip.
